October 1 — 7, 2011
October 1 (Saturday) Meeting participants in St. Petersburg. Sightseeing tour of the city. Visit to the
Flat-museum of Pushkin. Bus transfer to Petrozavodsk. Accommodation in the «Severnaya» hotel situated in the
business and culture district of the city, a few minute walk to the embankment of Lake Onego. Since 2006, the
«Severnaya» hotel became part of the network of «Intourist Hotel Group» and maintains service standards
adopted by the network hotels.

October 2 (Sunday) Sightseeing tour of Petrozavodsk — the capital of the Republic of Karelia
(Embankment of Lake Onego with a gallery of sculpture compositions from 8 sister-cities of Petrozavodsk, the
monument to Peter I — the founder of the city, old squares of the city — Round and Sobornaya, the cannon
monument to the iron casting of Alexandrovsky works, Levashov Boulevard, Sovetskaya Square, the main street
of the city — Lenin Prospect, buildings of the university, Aristocratic Assembly, Memorial of Glory, Governor's
Garden, Alexander Nevsky Cathedral). Registration of participants. Opening of the International
Declamation Festival-Contest «Glagol». Lunch. Round II rehearsal. The party of new acquaintances
(«Russian without borders! »)

October 3 (Monday) Contest readings of Round I (according to the schedule). Speech trainings.
Round II rehearsal. Historic old dance session as preparation for the Russian Ball. Excursion «Fairy Tales of
the North» («Puppet House» - the only gallery-museum in Karelia of private puppet collections; learning about
characters from Karelian folk tales: Kizhi house spirits, wood spirits, mermaids, etc.).

October 4 (Tuesday) Visit to the fine Arts Museum of RK situated in an old 19-century building of a
former male gymnasium (high school), where in mid-19 century an outstanding Russian artist V. Polenov
studied. Contest readings of Round II. A. Pushkin «Eugeny Onegin'. Speech trainings. Historic old dance
session as preparation for the Russian Ball.

October S (Wednesday) Trip to Kizhi Island «Russian North — the keeper of traditions». Rehearsal of
the closing ceremony of the festival-contest and preparation for the Russian Ball.

October 6 (Thursday) Festival closing ceremony. Russian Ball. Bus transfer to St.
Petersburg. Hotel accommodation.

October 7 (Friday) Trip to Pushkin town (Tsarskosel'sky Lyceum situated in Pushkin, former
Tsarskoye Selo, was founded 200 years ago by the Emperor Alexander I as a privileged educational institution
for the children of the nobles. In it, from 1811 to 1817 A. Pushkin was a student; Catherine's (Grand) Palace,
palace parks). Participants' departure from St. Petersburg.

The organizing committee of the Festival reserves the right to change the schedule of festival events and
excursion itinerary.

Terms of participation

All participants get to St. Petersburg themselves; the organizers shall provide assistance in obtaining visas. In St.
Petersburg the group will be met by a representative of the organizing committee on October 1, 2011 at 11.00
am at the central entrance to the «Oktyabrskaya Hotel» («Ploshchad' Vosstaniya» metro station), Ligovsky
Prospect, 10 at the crossing of Nevsky and Ligovsky Prospect).

Each participant covers the cost of the festival tour — 15 000 rubles per person, including the leader and
organizational fee for participation in the festival — 1 000 rubles. This amount includes
Festival organization, bus trips, sightseeing tours of St. Petersburg and Petrozavodsk, hotel accommodation and
breakfasts, visits to museums in Petrozavodsk, Kizhi Island, speech training sessions with the leading art
specialists of Russia and Karelia. The amount does not include the excursion to Pushkin.

Return travel costs to St. Petersburg, as well as meals (except breakfast) shall be covered by participants
or by the sending party. Besides, each participant shall additionally pay for visa issuance and medical insurance.

All declamation contest participants shall be awarded with diplomas and encouraging gifts.
The contest laureates shall receive special memorable prizes.

Applications for participation in the festival must be submitted before August 1, 2011.

Goal

Popularization of Russian language studies among young people of Europe and Russia through increasing
interest for classical Russian literature within international creative interaction; forming conscious interest among
young people in studying Russian and the art of declamation; critical re-evaluation of Russian literature as a form
of cultural activity and an important quality of a modern civilized person.

Objectives

developing skills of literate expressive oral speech, linguistic feeling as an essential condition of a
successful intellectually developed person;



developing creative skills through understanding the nature of language, its poetic luxuriance, and
diversity of literary genres;

breeding moral aspects of individuals;

capacity to capture listeners’ attention by the theme of the literary work, the author’s idea and determine
one’s position in revealing the author’s conception;

organization of intellectually active leisure time for the young.

Regulations for holding the international festival-contest “Glagol”

1) Russian speaking young people from 16 to 25 years old from European countries, Russia and “near
abroad” are invited to take part in the festival-contest;

2) the festival-contest is held in 2 rounds on the basis of the Children’s Theater Center;

3) duration of one act — not exceeding 5 minutes;

4) in the I round the contestant shall recite one poem or an extract from a prose of A. Pushkin (free choice);

5) in the II round the contestant shall recite an extract from one of the chapters of “Eugeny Onegin” by A.
Pushkin following the recommendation of the organizing committee. The committee shall inform the
contestant about his repertoire in round II after receiving the application for participation in the festival-
contest.

Organizational requirements

1. The application must contain complete information according to the example.
2. Participation in the contest is confirmed by invitation from the Organizer based on the application.

Procedure for holding

The participant shall send an application to the organizing committee according to the following format:

The judges’ panel of the contest shall be formed from representatives of the founder, organizers, leading
specialists in education, culture and art, mass media, men and women of letters, writers and actors. In addition, at
the contest there will be an alternative youth judge panel, which includes laureates of the Republican
declamation contest “Glagol” of previous years.

Awarding the participants

All participants shall receive diplomas and souvenirs.

Laureates and Grand Prix winners shall be selected by the results of the contest.

Laureates and Grand Prix winners shall be awarded with diplomas according to the title and gifts.
Special prizes shall be awarded by the decision of the judges.

The alternative judges shall award their own prize.
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
